Attach the Bathroom heater on the Wall Mounting Bracket.

Operating Instructions

1. Pull'the cord once to start the heater at LOW heat setting (1200W).
a. The LED indicator light will illuminate.

2. Pullthe cord twice to set the heater to HIGH heat setting (2400W)
a. The LED indicator illuminates at brighter setting.

3. Pull'the cord again to turn the heater OFF.

Safety Cutout

Your Winflow Deluxe bathroom fan heater is fitted with an auto-reset thermal cutout and a fusible link.

Either of these devices will automatically switch off the elements, should the unit reach an abnormal
temperature. This is very unlikely to happen in normal use other than in very abnormal conditions.
However, should this occur:

e Unplug the bathroom heater from power supply.
e (Check for blockage of the air inlet and outlet.
e Use avacuum cleaner to clean if necessary.
